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Always read the passage carefully once through, for meaning.








Read the questions to check what you will be looking for.








Re-read the passage, locating where you will find the answers.








When answering, always write in full sentences.








Use evidence from the passage to back up your points.  This could be quotations or examples.








Don’t just copy sections from the passage – write in your own words.








Take ten minutes at the end of the test to check that your spelling and punctuation are correct, and your work makes sense!
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
